Minimal Revenue Impact 
 

 

This bill requires the Department of Revenue to present the Legislature with an annual report on 

the utilization by Oregonians of earned income and child care tax credits. The bill also requires 

the department to promote the use of such tax credits and limits the amount tax preparers or 

consultants may charge for preparing a tax return for filers eligible for the earned income tax 

credit. There is no direct revenue impact to the bill; however, the intent of the bill is to increase 

the use of the earned income and child care tax credits. To the extent that intent is achieved, 

there would be a revenue loss due to the additional use of the tax credits.
