Allows metropolitan service district to revise demonstration of sufficient buildable lands on single occasion under 
certain circumstances and to expand urban growth boundary if metropolitan service district concludes expansion is 
warranted. 

Requires counties and metropolitan service districts that propose land for designation as urban reserve or rural reserve 
in written agreement to in fact designate land if specified factors are decided in affirmative. 

Provides that historic cemeteries be accessible to persons conducting historical research. 

Allows State Parks and Recreation Department to issue permits to entities to restore, maintain and preserve abandoned
cemeteries. 

Appropriates moneys to Department of Education for grant programs that allow school districts to purchase Oregon 
food products and to pay for costs related to food-based, agriculture-based and garden-based educational activities. 

Makes dietary supplements, as defined, food for purposes of Oregon Food Law and laws regulating sanitation for food
and food establishments. 

Corrects inaccurate statutory reference.
