Extends collective bargaining rights to certain faculty members of public university with academic rather than 
administrative focus. 

Directs contracting agency to pay small business within 15 days of receipt of invoice or due date for payment, 
whichever is later. 

Limits hours that nurses employed in Department of Corrections institutions may work. 

Removes from coverage as subject worker member or manager of limited liability company who holds direct or 
indirect ownership interest in limited liability company, including through one or more holding companies, regardless 
of work that member or manager performs for limited liability company. 

Prohibits certain activities by, and specifies additional duties for, performing rights society in notifying business 
proprietors concerning proprietors' duties with respect to performing copyrighted musical works and in negotiating 
contracts for paying royalties for performing copyrighted musical works.
