Establishes Accomplished Teaching Program within Department of Education to encourage and assist teachers in
earning national board certification.

HB 2997
Provides for distribution of amounts collected upon conviction for violation of compulsory attendance laws.
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HB 3103

Directs Department of Education to review scientific studies on potential health risks associated with repeated
exposure to radiofrequency radiation emitted from wireless computer network technology and wireless
communication devices.

HB 3103 is scheduled for the sole purpose of referral to the House Committee on Health Care.
