Establishes procedures for conducting functional behavioral analysis and for developing, reviewing and revising 
behavior intervention plans for students with individualized education programs or 504 Plans. 

Directs Department of Education to establish program to develop and maintain statewide school nursing services. 

Directs State Board of Education to adopt by rule standards for provision of occupational therapy to students who have
individualized education programs.
