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Allows school district and public charter school to implement nationally recognized high school assessments in 
mathematics, science or English if assessment complies with specified criteria. 

Allows school district and post-secondary institutions of education to apply for funding to form K-20 partnership. 

Establishes grant program under which Department of Education awards grants to school districts for percentage of 
certain student transportation costs for which school district does not receive any amount in distributions from State 
School Fund. 

Requires public charter schools to comply with public school requirements related to provision of school food 
programs. 

Provides that school district may not deny participation in interscholastic activities by student who attends public 
charter school. 

Allows school district to employ person licensed as school social worker to provide to students in kindergarten 
through grade eight services that school counselor provides. 

Establishes Accomplished Teaching Program within Department of Education to encourage and assist teachers in 
earning national board certification. 

Establishes Task Force on the High School Graduation and College and Career Readiness Act.
