CARRIED OVER FROM THE 3-29-2017 AGENDA: Extends sunset for tax credit for biomass production or 
collection for all types of biomass. 

Requires gas station owner or operator to print, on any receipt that owner or operator provides to customer after 
customer purchases gasoline, cost to customer per gallon of gasoline of low carbon fuel standards. 

Transfers duties, functions and powers of State Department of Energy related to issuance of loans for small scale local
energy projects to Oregon Business Development Department. 

Modifies cost recovery formula for site certificate holders. 

Changes calculated share of annual energy resource supplier assessment below which energy resource supplier is 
exempt from payment of assessment from $250 to $2,500.
 

Establishes Oregon Energy and Climate Board as oversight and advisory body for State Department of Energy. 

Changes name of Oregon Global Warming Commission to Oregon Climate Change Commission. 

Requires Environmental Quality Commission to adopt by rule program for facilitating compliance with low carbon 
fuel standards.
