Includes single-family dwellings as qualifying property for purposes of local government programs for financing 
energy improvements and seismic rehabilitation. 

Establishes water right pilot program to encourage and facilitate point of diversion changes requested by State 
Department of Fish and Wildlife for purpose of benefitting fish passage. 

Requires water appropriator to install device at point of diversion or appropriation to measure amount, and allow 
determination of rate and duty, of water being used. 

Imposes annual management fee on each primary or supplemental water right.
