CARRIED OVER FROM 3/27/2017 AGENDA: Prohibits issuing initial prescription for opioids or opiates to adults 
for outpatient use in quantity exceeding seven-day supply. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 3/27/2017 AGENDA: Requires Department of Consumer and Business Services to deny, 
revoke or suspend authority of pharmacy benefit manager to conduct business in Oregon if pharmacy benefit manager 
fails to comply with applicable statutes, rules or orders. 

Prohibits health care provider or participating health care facility from balance billing patient covered by health benefit 
plan or health care service contract for services provided at participating health care facility. 

Requires governing body of coordinated care organization to include representative from at least one dental care 
organization that serves members of coordinated care organization.
