Reinstates tax credit for long term care insurance premiums. 

Establishes Task Force on Rural Medical Training Facilities. 

Specifies circumstances under which Health Licensing Office is required or permitted to disclose information obtained
during investigation of certain professions. 

Directs each manufacturer of certain types of drugs that are sold within this state to develop and implement drug take-
back program for purpose of collecting from individuals and nonbusiness entities those types of drugs for disposal.
