CARRIED OVER FROM 4/14/2017 AGENDA: Requires cost of mental health drugs to be taken into consideration 
in determining global budgets for coordinated care organizations. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 4/14/2017 AGENDA: Modifies requirements for health benefit plan coverage of hearing 
loss treatments. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 4/14/2017 AGENDA: Requires pharmacy to report de-identified information to 
prescription monitoring program upon dispensing prescribed naloxone. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 4/14/2017 AGENDA: Prohibits insurer, Public Employees' Benefit Board and Oregon 
Educators Benefit Board from offering benefit plans that require prior authorization or increased cost-sharing for 
specified health care services if cost of services is reimbursed by plan. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 4/14/2017 AGENDA: Requires Oregon Health Authority to conduct study of 
effectiveness of Oregon Integrated and Coordinated Health Care Delivery System in improving health outcomes for 
medical assistance recipients. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 4/14/2017 AGENDA: Requires hospital to apply discharge policy for release of patients 
admitted to hospital for mental health treatment to release of patients from emergency department following treatment 
for behavioral health crisis. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 4/14/2017 AGENDA: Requires specified facilities to provide certain case management and
behavioral health services to individual who presents at facility experiencing behavioral health crisis. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 4/14/2017 AGENDA: Requires medical assistance coverage of long-acting, reversible 
contraceptive devices during hospital stay for labor and delivery.

CARRIED OVER FROM 4/14/2017 AGENDA: Requires Oregon Health Authority, in collaboration with Office of 
Rural Health, to develop uniform application for all health care provider financial incentive programs and collect 
information from participants in programs. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 4/14/2017 AGENDA: Repeals provisions directing Public Utility Commission to 
administer residential telecommunication service program. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 4/14/2017 AGENDA: Imposes requirements upon mental health treatment providers and 
programs to ensure culturally and linguistically appropriate care for individuals who are deaf or hard of hearing. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 4/14/2017 AGENDA: Enrolls specified public employees in coordinated care 
organizations. 

Modifies provisions regarding schedule by which local public health authorities must submit local plans for applying 
foundational public health capabilities and implementing foundational public health programs. 

Requires pharmaceutical manufacturer to reimburse payers for cost of prescription drug that exceeds specified 
threshold. 

Prohibits eye bank, tissue bank, procurement organization, hospital or physician from considering any disability of 
potential recipient of anatomical gift and from requiring individual with disability to demonstrate ability to perform 
major life activity substantially limited by disability upon receiving anatomical gift. 

Eliminates certain categories of medical assistance recipients from exemption from enrollment in coordinated care 
organization. 

Requires applicants for initial license to practice respiratory therapy and for license by reciprocity to practice 
respiratory therapy to hold credential as Registered Respiratory Therapist.
 

Directs Oregon Health Authority to reimburse doula at rate of no less than $350 per pregnancy for services provided 
to medical assistance recipient. 

Updates Insurance Code provisions applicable to health insurance in accordance with federal requirements. 

Requires Oregon Health Authority to submit blueprint for basic health plan to Centers for Medicare and Medicaid 
Services by December 31, 2017. 

Requires Oregon Health Authority to conduct study of effectiveness of Oregon Integrated and Coordinated Health 
Care Delivery System in improving health outcomes for medical assistance recipients. 

Clarifies law regarding health insurance coverage required for orally administered anticancer drugs. 

Establishes Task Force on State Medical Assistance Funding. 

Requires Director of Department of Consumer and Business Services to convene task force to study and make 
recommendations for improving and stabilizing health insurance exchange. 

Requires Department of Consumer and Business Services to administer program to provide financial assistance with 
cost of deductibles and other cost-sharing requirements associated with health insurance.

Requires Oregon Health Authority to study barriers to residents applying for medical assistance. 

Modifies methodology for reimbursement of health care services and supplies provided to enrollees in health benefit 
plans offered by Public Employees' Benefit Board. 

Specifies that Oregon Health Authority may use prescription monitoring information to determine whether 
practitioners are prescribing opioids or opiates in compliance with guidelines for prescribing opioids and opiates.
