CARRIED OVER FROM 5/24/2017 AGENDA: Directs Oregon Health Authority and certain professional 
regulatory boards to adopt rules requiring professionals to complete continuing education related to suicide risk 
assessment, treatment and management. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 5/24/2017 AGENDA: Requires covered entity to provide copy of health information 
regarding individual who is appealing denial of Social Security disability benefits for period from date of initial 
application to date of administrative hearing. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 5/24/2017 AGENDA: Creates process by which certain persons who practice profession 
related to enforcing or providing for public health and safety and who, in performance of official duties, come into 
contact with blood, bodily fluid or other potentially infectious material of another person may petition court for order 
compelling testing of other person for communicable disease.
