Changes how priority enrollment system is applied to continuing qualified students and new qualified students. 

Creates subtraction from taxable income for payment of interest on principal of loans used to attend institution of 
higher education in Oregon to obtain degree. 

Directs Higher Education Coordinating Commission to establish, by rule, process to ensure that each applicable 
student at institution of higher education is provided annually with, during student orientation, counseling services that 
set forth estimate of amount of education loans received, estimate of total amount of education loans student will owe 
at graduation and estimate of amount student will have to pay each month to service loans.
