Directs public universities to prepare and publish annual report detailing complete cost of obtaining bachelor's degree 
by major and percentage of graduates by major who are employed one year after graduating. 

Requires Higher Education Coordinating Commission to work regularly with public universities and community 
colleges to analyze and evaluate effectiveness of previously adopted open educational resources and to increase number 
of open educational resources used in courses.
