Establishes legislative findings and intent regarding Oregon Talent Council. 

Requires Higher Education Coordinating Commission to develop plan for enabling community colleges to offer 
associate's degree completed in coordination with credits earned in apprenticeship or training program. 

Establishes the Task Force on Competency-Based Education. 

Requires each community college and public university to establish cultural competency oversight committee. 

Requires each community college that receives state moneys for purpose of providing specific workforce development 
training to complete and return to Higher Education Coordinating Commission form detailing how moneys were used 
by community college and degree to which moneys achieved purpose for which moneys were expended.
