CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/13/2017 AGENDA: Requires Higher Education Coordinating Commission to 
conduct study and develop recommendations on best methods for creating common course numbers for courses within 
Oregon transfer module and for ensuring courses within module are commonly accepted as general education 
requirements at post-secondary institutions.

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/13/2017 AGENDA: Prohibits Higher Education Coordinating Commission from 
placing career school or agent on probation, or suspending or revoking license, unless sanction is authorized by hearing
officer. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/13/2017 AGENDA: Directs State Treasurer to establish student loan refinancing 
guarantee pilot program.
