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Requires each post-secondary educational institution that provides housing for students to provide to each student 
enrolling or registering at institution for first time information on vaccine-preventable diseases known to occur in 
individuals between 16 and 21 years of age. 

Requires each public university and community college to provide credit in applicable subject area to students who 
receive certain grades on advanced placement examinations. 

Permits board of education of community college to authorize faculty at community college to receive compensation 
from private or public resources. 

Removes requirement that Higher Education Coordinating Commission's annual evaluation of public universities 
include annual evaluation of each university.
