Requires each public university and community college to provide credit in applicable subject area to students who 
receive certain grades on advanced placement examinations. 

Requires institutions of higher education to provide  to each applicable student information detailing amount of 
education loans received, amount of tuition and fees student has paid to institution, estimate of total payoff amount of 
education loans student has received , estimate of amount student will have to pay each month to service loans and 
percentage of borrowing limit student has reached for each type of federal loan. 

Permits board of education of community college to authorize faculty at community college to receive compensation 
from private or public resources.
