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**CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/4 AGENDA** Directs Housing and Community Services Department to 
develop and implement Retaining Affordable Rental Housing Program to provide grants to owners of multifamily 
rental housing to rehabilitate and maintain housing at affordable rental rates. 

Requires Oregon Health Authority and Department of Consumer and Business Services to report to Legislative 
Assembly each calendar quarter on implementation of requirements to reimburse cost of child abuse medical 
assessments conducted by community assessment centers.
