Removes sunset date on temporary law and makes permanent law authorizing Oregon Youth Authority and county 
juvenile departments to disclose and provide copies of reports and other materials relating to child, ward, youth or 
youth offender's history and prognosis to Department of Corrections for purpose of exercising custody or supervising 
person committed to department's legal and physical custody. 

Authorizes Department of Corrections to enter into agreements or arrangements with counties to provide supplemental 
funding for reentry support and services for offenders released before attaining 25 years of age. 

Requires Oregon Youth Authority to supervise person who completes Department of Corrections incarceration 
sentence in physical custody of authority. 

Provides that person under 18 years of age may not be incarcerated in Department of Corrections institution.
