Renames position of State Medical Examiner to Chief Medical Examiner. 

Directs State Medical Examiner to assume counties' responsibilities related to death investigations. 

Requires school district board and public charter school governing body to adopt and implement policy that requires 
volunteers to undergo criminal records check. 

Requires court in juvenile delinquency proceeding to advise youth, and parent or guardian of youth, of youth's right to 
counsel. 

Directs Oregon Criminal Justice Commission to develop method for recording data concerning officer-initiated 
pedestrian and traffic stops. 

Provides that person commits crime of strangulation if person knowingly impedes normal breathing or circulation of 
another person by applying pressure to chest of other person. 

Prohibits public university, community college or Oregon-based private university or college to use threat of student 
discipline or other sanction to influence decision of victim of alleged incident of sexual assault, domestic violence or 
stalking regarding whether to report alleged incident or participate in investigation or adjudication of alleged incident. 

Increases penalty for crime of harassment if offense consists of subjecting another person to offensive physical contact
and is committed in immediate presence of or witnessed by minor child in specified circumstances. 

Authorizes court, when imposing sentence, to consider whether defendant committed crime while being commanded or
urged by, or under pressure or influence from, person who has committed domestic violence against defendant.
