CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/13/2017 AGENDA: Provides that no person may use mechanical restraint, 
chemical restraint, prone restraint, physical restraint or seclusion on student in public education program. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/13/2017 AGENDA: Extends sunset, from January 2, 2018, to January 2, 2026, on 
law authorizing Department of Corrections to enter into contract with public entity in another state for provision of 
correctional services. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/13/2017 AGENDA: Establishes Department of Corrections Budget Oversight 
Commission to advise Governor and Director of Department of Corrections, and make recommendations for 
legislation, regarding management and implementation of biennial budget of department, including employee overtime 
expenses and health care expenses.

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/13/2017 AGENDA: Expands offense of vehicular assault to include contact with 
motorcycle, motorcycle operator or motorcycle passenger. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/13/2017 AGENDA: Transfers authority over court appointed special advocates and
CASA Volunteer Programs from Oregon Volunteers Commission for Voluntary Action and Service to Oregon 
Criminal Justice Commission. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/13/2017 AGENDA: Expands offense of driving while under influence of 
intoxicants to include any drug that adversely affects person's physical or mental faculties to noticeable or perceptible 
degree. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/13/2017 AGENDA: Allows for blood test to be taken to determine presence of 
controlled substances or inhalants for purpose of Motorist Implied Consent Law. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/13/2017 AGENDA: Expands crime of assault in the third degree to include 
physical injury to person working in hospital while worker is performing official duties. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/13/2017 AGENDA: Provides that forfeiture petition may be filed for animal 
impounded pending outcome of animal crime even if specific animal is not named in charging instrument. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/13/2017 AGENDA: Provides that if district attorney presents documentary 
evidence of medical service charges at restitution hearing, evidence creates rebuttable presumption that charges are 
reasonable.

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/13/2017 AGENDA: Provides that person who enters motor vehicle to remove 
child or animal in imminent danger of suffering harm is not subject to criminal or civil liability if person meets certain 
requirements. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/13/2017 AGENDA: Increases age of trafficked person from 15 to 18 for crime of 
trafficking in persons for use in commercial sex act. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/13/2017 AGENDA: Authorizes appointment of guardian for person with disability
who is in need of guardianship.

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/13/2017 AGENDA: Requires court, upon request of crime victim, to order that 
victim's electronic mail address and social media account identifying information not be given to defendant unless good
cause is shown.

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/13/2017 AGENDA: Requires peace officer to electronically record interview with 
youth when investigating crime, or allegation that youth committed act that if committed by adult would constitute 
crime.
