(Carried Over from 4-25 Agenda) Authorizes city to define "area" as city in which property is located, for purposes 
of certain ad valorem property taxation statutes. 
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Increases amount of fees charged and collected by county clerks to record or file certain real property documents. 

Lowers, for counties outside all metropolitan statistical areas, wage requirements for certain economic development 
programs from at least 150 percent of certain county or state measurements to at least 130 percent of such county or 
state measurements. 

Requires State Department of Agriculture to adopt rules governing posting of tax information by gas stations. 

Provides grants to counties that received Secure Rural Schools Program payments in calendar year 2008 equal to at 
least 30 percent of all moneys deposited into county general fund.
