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Requires Department of Revenue to submit to Legislative Revenue Officer information from Oregon tax returns about
certain corporations doing business in Oregon.

HB 2779

Sets conditions under which person or agent collecting moneys for state agency may take more than one business day
to transmit moneys to State Treasurer.

HB 3338A

Requires State Department of Agriculture to adopt rules governing posting of tax information by gas stations.

HB 2774

Requires Department of Revenue to make information contained in central assessment roll available to general public

on department's website.
