HB    2286 

(For Purpose of Considering Amendments) Directs Legislative Revenue Officer to report to interim committees of 
Legislative Assembly related to revenue on changes to law recommended by transient lodging tax work group. 

(Carried Over from 5-17 Agenda) For purposes of determination of taxable income for corporate excise tax, allows 
100 percent deduction of dividend payments made by insurer member of affiliated group to parent company. 

(Carried Over from 5-17 Agenda) Requires that transfer of tax credit follow uniform transfer procedures. 
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Makes technical changes in Oregon tax statutes. 

Directs Housing and Community Services Department to provide funds to assist first-time home buyers from low 
income households through programs administered by department and grants to eligible nonprofit organizations, 
housing authorities and local governments.
