Authorizes city or county to adopt ordinance or resolution granting exemption for newly rehabilitated or constructed 
multiunit rental housing. 

Requires, for purposes of property tax exemption, certain lease agreements for taxable property entered into by 
institution, organization or public body whose property is tax exempt to include express term that any tax savings 
resulting from such exemption shall inure solely to benefit of lessee institution, organization or public body. 

Authorizes coastal county to impose local transient lodging tax on residential short-term vacation rental property by 
submitting question to county electors. 

Exempts from taxation real property of nonprofit health clinic that is occupied or used to provide health services, or 
administrative services necessary to provide such health services, and is either federally qualified health center or 
occupied or used to serve specified low-income or needy patients.
