Expands taxpayer bill of rights. 

Requires Oregon Department of Administrative Services to study government efficiency in this state. 

For purposes of personal income taxation, changes connection point from federal taxable income to federal adjusted 
gross income by eliminating allowance of itemized deductions or standard deduction. 

For purposes of taxpayer election of reduced tax rate for certain pass-through nonpassive income, requires net increase 
in number of employees. 

Provides that person may not make retail sale of tobacco product or inhalant delivery system at or from premises 
located in this state unless person sells tobacco product or inhalant delivery system at or from premises for which 
license has been issued. 

Creates tax credit for taxpayer located in qualifying county who purchases software or hardware for electronic 
commerce.
