Authorizes Secretary of State to designate agencies that have data identifying native language of electors in this state. 

Requires Secretary of State to conduct study to determine most effective method of enabling electors to use registration
card to request voting materials in language other than English. 

Requires Secretary of State to establish process to allow electors to request voting materials in language other than 
English by filling out registration card or updating registration on electronic voter registration website. 

Permits person who will be 17 years old on date of primary election and 18 years old on date of general election to 
adopt major party affiliation and vote at primary election for candidates of major political party with which person is 
affiliated. 

Allows person who is at least 16 years of age to register to vote.
