Prohibits public body from disclosing specified information concerning person unless required by state or federal law. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 6/7/2017 AGENDA: Directs specified state agencies to file annual report with 
interim committees of Legislative Assembly on general government affairs describing amount of federal funds 
received by agencies in preceding fiscal year and describing plan to operate agency if amount of federal funds received 
by agency in current fiscal year is reduced. 

Clarifies that person may register to vote or update voter registration by having other person deliver voter registration 
card to designated agency or official. 

Requires Secretary of State to permit authorized persons to watch signature verification of initiative or referendum 
petition relating to state measure. 

Provides Attorney General with increased enforcement authority over contraband cigarette sales in conjunction with 
nonparticipating manufacturer adjustment settlement related to tobacco Master Settlement Agreement. 

Eliminates boards, commissions and other government entities that have ceased to meet or that are no longer serving 
public good.
