Removes hours of operation restriction on self-service at filling stations, service stations, garages and other 
dispensaries in low-population counties. 

Allows nonretail facility located in low-population county to permit self-service retail sales of Class 1 flammable 
liquids. 

Requires snowmobiles and certain all-terrain vehicles to cross highway at intersection or more than 100 feet from 
intersection. 

Authorizes certain intergovernmental entities created to operate, maintain, repair and modernize transportation facilities
to impose property taxes in support of those purposes, or issue general obligation bonds supported by property tax 
revenues, if entity obtains approval of governing bodies of affected cities and counties in entity territory. 

Directs State Marine Board to create Nonmotorized Boating Program.
