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Directs Department of Veterans' Affairs to submit report to interim legislative committees, no later than July 1, 2018, 
regarding delivery of veterans' services.
 

Establishes Veterans' Services Fund pursuant to constitutional amendment approved in Ballot Measure 96 (2016).
 

Provides that portion of Interstate 5 shall be known as Atomic Veterans Memorial Highway.
 

Establishes minimum amount that Legislative Assembly must appropriate to Department of Veterans' Affairs in each 
biennium, apart from appropriations from veterans' services fund established under Ballot Measure 96 (2016).
 

Recognizes and honors Sergeant Adam Plumondore (1982-2005) for his service to his country.
 

Recognizes and honors Private First Class Thomas L. Tucker (1981-2006) for his service to his country.
