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Requires Higher Education Coordinating Commission to, on annual basis, work with Oregon Health and Science 
University, each public university and each community college to determine number and graduation rates of former 
foster children and current foster children at each college or university. 

Directs Higher Education Coordinating Commission to establish foster youth success centers in each public university.

Directs Higher Education Coordinating Commission to develop and implement pilot program to assist foster youth 
transitioning from community college to public university. 

Directs Department of Education to administer pilot program to provide professional development and instructional 
resources to component school districts through education service districts. 

Directs Department of Education to conduct study related to school social workers. 

Directs Department of Education to prepare list related to high-wage and high-demand jobs in state, distribute list to 
school districts and award grants to school districts to ensure list is distributed to students in grades 9 through 12.
