Provides that school district may not deny participation in interscholastic activities by student who attends public 
charter school. 

Extends collective bargaining rights to certain faculty members of public university with academic rather than 
administrative focus. 

Requires each public institution of higher education to submit report containing information about administrative 
positions and other cost drivers at institution to Joint Committee on Ways and Means as part of institution's budget 
presentation during each regular session of Legislative Assembly held during odd-numbered year. 

Establishes procedures for conducting functional behavioral analysis and for developing, reviewing and revising 
behavior intervention plans for students with individualized education programs or 504 Plans.
