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Public Hearing and Work Session

HB 2573 A
Clarifies language relating to certain personal property not subject to ad valorem property taxation.

HB 2745B
Authorizes certain intergovernmental entities created to operate, maintain, repair and modernize nonrail transportation
facilities to impose property taxes in support of those purposes, or issue general obligation bonds supported by
property tax revenues, if entity obtains approval of governing bodies of affected cities and counties in entity territory.

HB 2088 A
Authorizes city within county with population greater than 700,000 to define "area" as city in which property is
located, for purposes of certain ad valorem property taxation statutes.

HB 2779 A
Sets conditions under which person or agent collecting moneys for state agency may take more than one business day
to transmit moneys to State Treasurer.
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
