Extends sunset for property tax exemption for alternative energy systems. 

Excludes volumetric mixers from definition of "fixed load vehicle." Makes additional nonsubstantive housekeeping 
changes to definition. 

Requires, for purposes of property tax exemption, certain lease agreements for taxable property entered into by 
institution, organization or public body whose property is tax exempt to include express term that any tax savings 
resulting from such exemption shall inure solely to benefit of lessee institution, organization or public body.
