Clarifies legislative intent related to administration of noninjectable medication in long term care facilities. 

Removes outdated application requirement for certain nurses applying to Oregon State Board of Nursing for authority
to dispense prescription drugs. 

Directs Oregon State Board of Nursing to adopt rules related to renewal of licenses and certificates for nurse 
practitioners, clinical nurse specialists and certified registered nurse anesthetists.
