Removes authority of Department of Consumer and Business Services to enforce specified health benefit plan 
coverage requirements applicable to Public Employees' Benefit Board and Oregon Educators Benefit Board. 

Requires certain health care professionals and persons holding certificate of certified alcohol drug counselor to 
complete pain management education once every four years. 

Permits Oregon Health Authority to require hospitals to submit emergency department abstract records, in addition to 
ambulatory surgery and inpatient discharge abstract records. 

Removes, for health care facilities that receive preponderance of revenue from associated comprehensive group-practice
prepayment health care service plans, exemption from financial data reporting required by Oregon Health Authority for
other facilities. 

Allows naturopathic physicians to perform certain actions that physicians are authorized to perform.
