CARRIED OVER FROM THE 3/16/2017 AGENDA: Removes, for health care facilities that receive preponderance 
of revenue from associated comprehensive group-practice prepayment health care service plans, exemption from 
financial data reporting required by Oregon Health Authority for other facilities. 

Directs Department of Consumer and Business Services to develop and report, no later than September 15, 2017, 
recommendations to Legislative Assembly and interim committees related to health for program to reimburse costs of 
oral health care for low-income individuals residing in Oregon under Compact of Free Association treaty. 

Requires any dental professional who uses autoclave or other heat sterilization device to test device at least once per 
week. 

Expands definition of "supervising physician" to include persons licensed to practice osteopathy or podiatry in this 
state for purpose of supervising physician assistants. 

Requires health benefit plan that reimburses cost of evaluation by osteopathic physician to reimburse cost of 
osteopathic manipulative treatment deemed medically necessary during evaluation by osteopathic physician. 

Requires at least 25 percent of carrier's individual and group health benefit plans within each metal level of coverage to
have copayment-only cost sharing requirements.
