Clarifies educational requirements for registration of behavior analysis interventionists. 

Allows occupational therapists to participate in primary care provider loan repayment program. 

Requires community health improvement plans adopted by coordinated care organizations and community advisory 
councils to focus on and develop strategy for integrating physical, behavioral and oral health care services. 

Allows Department of Consumer and Business Services to deny, revoke or suspend registration of pharmacy benefit 
manager if pharmacy benefit manager engages in specified conduct.
