Changes term "osteopath" to "osteopathic physician." Clarifies that doctors of osteopathic medicine practice medicine 
as physicians. 

Requires that in professional corporation that is organized to allow physicians, physician assistants and nurse 
practitioners to jointly render professional health care services, physicians, physician assistants or nurse practitioners 
must hold majority of voting shares and be majority of directors of professional corporation. 

Specifies circumstances under which Health Licensing Office is required or permitted to disclose information obtained
during investigation of certain professions. 

Changes name of Public Health Advisory Committee to Public Health and Pharmacy Formulary Advisory Committee. 

Directs Health Licensing Office to issue license to engage in practice of art therapy to qualified applicant.
