CARRIED OVER FROM THE 2/8/2017 AGENDA: Expands definition of "child in care" to include children 
receiving care and services from certified foster homes and developmental disabilities residential facilities. 

Removes requirement that superintendents of certain state institutions administered by Oregon Health Authority and 
Department of Corrections designate chief medical officer of institution. 

Directs Department of Human Services to convene work group to develop common client confidentiality release form 
to be used by public bodies and community organizations to enable and facilitate appropriate sharing of confidential 
information. 

Modifies duties and authority of Long Term Care Ombudsman. 

Authorizes Long Term Care Ombudsman to petition for protective order regarding person in long term care facility or 
residential facility when ombudsman believes person who is subject of petition is in need of protective services. 

Requires certain securities professionals to report suspected financial exploitation of elderly, disabled or vulnerable 
individual to Department of Consumer and Business Services and Department of Human Services. 

Permits covered entity to deny request for copy of health information regarding individual who is appealing denial of 
Social Security disability benefits if requested by person other than individual or individual's personal representative 
without valid written authorization signed by individual.
