Permits landlord with cause to terminate tenancy for manufactured dwelling to give tenant courtesy notice of violation 
and opportunity to correct violation prior to giving notice to terminate tenancy. 

Increases notice period for termination of rental agreement and removal of manufactured dwelling or floating home. 

Establishes Oregon Renter Assistance Program for purpose of providing temporary rent subsidies to tenants of 
privately owned rental housing. 

Directs Oregon Housing Stability Council, with advice of Community Action Partnership of Oregon, to develop 
policy for awarding grants to organizations that shall use funds in Emergency Housing Account to align with federal 
strategies and resources available to prevent and end homelessness. 

Limits landlord to charging single applicant screening charge for applicant applying to rent multiple dwelling units 
owned or managed by landlord. 

Establishes Task Force on Student Mental Health Support. 

Sets forth circumstances under which Department of Human Services may immediately suspend, revoke or place 
conditions on license, certification or other authorization of child-caring agency. 

Requires Department of Consumer and Business Services to conduct certain investigations into parity of 
reimbursement paid by insurers to mental health providers and physicians. 

Requires hospital that discharges patient following attempted suicide to facilitate referral of patient to peer support 
program.

SB    834 

Establishes public policy that Department of Human Services employee whose employment is terminated for violating 
duty to report abuse is not eligible for reinstatement of employment with department. 

Requires Department of Human Services to develop and present proposal for creation of human rights commission to 
interim committees of Legislative Assembly related to human services and health no later than September 1, 2017.
