Directs Department of Human Services to conduct statewide study regarding child safety no later than July 1, 2018.
SB 265 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means

Directs Department of Human Services to conduct monthly, in-person visits with child or ward in substitute care that
include updates on academic status and progress.

SB 749
Requires Department of Human Services to, upon request, reassign caseworker to child, ward, youth or youth offender
who is 12 years of age or older and in legal custody of department.

SB 819
Expands parameters of duties and responsibilities of Critical Incident Response Team assigned by Department of
Human Services upon becoming aware of fatality of child that was result of abuse or neglect.

SB 833
Requires hospital that discharges patient following attempted suicide to facilitate referral of patient to peer support
program.

SB 314 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means
Directs Early Learning Division to establish Relief Nursery programs statewide that are certified by Oregon
Association of Relief Nurseries and provide trauma-informed services to at-risk children statewide.
