Establishes Oregon Deaf, Deaf-Blind and Hard of Hearing Program within Department of Human Services. 

Directs Department of Human Services to conduct statewide study regarding child safety no later than July 1, 2018. 

Modifies licensing fees paid to Oregon Health Authority by in-home care agencies and hospice providers. 

Increases notice period for termination of rental agreement and removal of manufactured dwelling or floating home. 

Appropriates moneys from General Fund to Oregon Health Authority for Senior Farm Direct Nutrition Program and 
Women, Infants and Children Farm Direct Nutrition Program. 

Requires Department of Human Services to study and report to Legislative Assembly on effectiveness of specified 
program approaches in providing access to mental health and addiction services for seniors and persons with 
disabilities, and to make recommendations for expanding access to services. 

Prohibits employment by publicly funded residential facility of individual found to have committed type of abuse that 
is disqualifying under rules adopted by Department of Human Services.
