indications of distress.

SB 76

Defines "unarmed combat sports." Authorizes Oregon State Athletic Commission to regulate unarmed combat sports.

Modifies laws related to student athlete agents.

SB 14

Modifies Director of Department of Corrections' review of county's compliance with community corrections
intergovernmental agreement to require biennial review instead of annual review.

SB 15

Expands authority of Superintendent of State Police to appoint Department of Corrections employees as special state

police officers to assist in all department transport functions and duties.
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SB 82

Sets forth state policy specifying that sanctions and punishment for violation of rules regulating conduct of youth
offenders and other persons placed in physical custody of Oregon Youth Authority may not include placing youth

offender or others in custody of youth authority alone in locked room.

SB 184
Authorizes Department of Corrections to establish program for selling inmate handicrafts.
