Establishes Task Force on Receivership. 

Provides that seller or lessor of law enforcement dog is not liable for product liability for harm caused by dog if law 
enforcement agency to which dog was sold or leased has begun or completed training dog using training program 
approved by law enforcement agency or accredited and recognized animal handling organization. 

Provides that person may not dispose of material or media that display Social Security number unless person, before 
disposing of material or media, makes Social Security number unreadable or prevents reconstruction of Social Security 
number.
