SB 795
Requires medical assessment provider or law enforcement officer to contact victim advocate and make reasonable
efforts to ensure that victim advocate is present and available at medical facility.

SB 826
Expands provisions establishing privilege for and confidentiality of certain communications and records of certified
advocate at qualified victim services program to include program administered by tribal government.

SB 884
Directs Department of Justice to conduct study on creating bill of rights for sexual assault survivors and to report to
interim committees of Legislative Assembly related to judiciary on or before February 1, 2018.

SB 960
Modifies definition of "anonymous kit" in reference to testing of sexual assault forensic evidence kits.
