SB 257
Modifies crime of official misconduct in the first degree to include commission of official misconduct in the second

degree when misconduct places another person in danger of physical injury or damages property of another.

SB 323
Provides that person commits crime of arson in the second degree if person manufactures controlled substance and

causes fire or explosion that damages building or damages property in amount exceeding $750.
