Modifies applicability of certain statutes to person who unintentionally discovers archeological object. 

Directs Oregon Criminal Justice Commission to study effect of type and length of sentence on recidivism rate and 
report results to interim committees of Legislative Assembly related to judiciary on or before February 1, 2019. 

Expands eligibility for Family Sentencing Alternative Pilot Program to include defendants who are pregnant or who 
have custody of child at time of sentencing. 

Increases maximum transitional leave from 90 days to 180 days for Department of Corrections inmates not subject to 
certain specified sentences. 

Directs certifying agencies to certify to United States Citizenship and Immigration Services, within specified time, 
victim helpfulness in detecting, investigating or prosecuting certain criminal activity.
