Creates exception allowing use of unmanned aircraft system capable of firing bullet or projectile in certain 
circumstances. 

Requires peace officer to electronically record custodial interview with person under 18 years of age when 
investigating person felony, or allegation that person under 18 years of age committed act that if committed by adult 
would constitute person felony. 

Sets forth circumstances under which court shall appoint counsel for youth in juvenile delinquency proceedings. 

Increases certain fees collected by sheriffs. 

Authorizes financial institution to refuse certain financial transactions when financial institution reasonably believes 
financial exploitation of vulnerable person may have occurred, may have been attempted or is being attempted. 

Makes changes to Oregon guardianship laws to ensure adequate safeguards for respondents and protected persons. 

Prohibits business that makes retail sales of nitrous oxide canisters from which individual may directly inhale nitrous 
oxide, or employee of business, from selling or delivering nitrous oxide canister to individual who is under 21 years of
age.
